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RIFLE RANGE RULES

Shooting Hours are 9:00am until Sunset.

A parent or responsible adult member must accompany children under 16 years of
Age. ‘

All members must posses a current membership on their person at all times while
on S. R. S. C. property.

The use of alcohol or drugs is prohibited during or before participating in any
shooting activity. Anyone using alcohol or drugs is prohibited from participation
in any shooting activity for the remainder of that day.

Eye and ear protection is required on all ranges. Eye and ear protection is not -
optional and shall be worn by participants and spectators while in the vicinity of
all shooting activities.

A firearm is considered “safe” if encased or if unloaded with the magazine
removed and action or cylinder open in such a manner as to make if physically
impossible to fire.

The muzzles of all firearms must be pointed in a safe direction at all times.

All targets must be placed so the bullet will go directly into the backstop to
prevent ricochets.

Firearms must not be handled or touched while anyone is down range. On the
firing lines, everyone must remain behind the shooting benches while anyone is
down range ,

Be considerate of other shooters and guests.

AMMUNITION: Firing of armor piercing, tracer ammo, and 50. Bmg ammo is
prohibited

A member is permitted to bring guests but no more than two guests per visits at a
time.

Members are responsible for cleaning up their area after range use.

Shotguns must not be fired with shot larger that #7 when used on the trap ranges.
These are considered restricted use ranges and control must be exercised. Rules
will be posted on designated ranges.

Paper targets and clay birds are the only targets permitted on the rifle range.

No rapid fire on range, all shots must be aimed.

Please Note: Since Slippery Rock Sportsmen’s Club is not just an Rifle Facility
‘some or all of the Practice Range and/or other Ranges may need to be closed during a
scheduled Club Event or Work Day for maintenance or safety reasons. Please check
with one of the Club Officers if you have any questions. For any questions about the
Rifle Range or to form a committee can be submitted at the club meeting. Club
Meetings are the first Tuesday of the month at 7:30 pm.
